BCEDC Minutes

Nov 10, 2009

Meeting was called to order at 5:40 at the Springfield City Hall.  Dusty Turner, Brad Gourley, Laneha Everett, Nikki Johnson, Pamela Crane, Pete Dawson were in attendance.  

The secretary’s report was temporarily dispensed of until Kathy could email them out.  The treasurer’s report was presented by Kathy from Dayna.  The report was reviewed but not approved due to the inaccuracies displayed.  Kathy will contact Dayna and let her know something went wrong when creating the report.

Old Business

Laneha gave a report on SECOHRT including discussing the Dustbowl pod cast created for Baca Cty, the historic theater PSA’s of heritage sites in the area, website, newsletter, FB, TW, meetings etc.  

Kathy discussed the Capitol theater lease agreement.  They can not have or carry a lease that lasts more than a year under their structure.  Nikki moved to accept the lease agreement with the new wording.  Laneha seconded the motion and the motion passed.  

Nikki moved that Laneha resume duties as a secretary and moved that Monte had held. Dusty seconded the motion. The motion passed.  Dusty moved that Nikki be added as a third signer to the checking account at People’s Credit Union.  Laneha seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

The internship was discussed.  Ogallala Commons has contacted Laneha and Kathy saying that the intern that worked for Baca County did not accomplish enough to finish her intern and collect the remaining $500.  Kaili, has contacted OC to see if she could get her remaining payment.  Laneha said that she would talk with Darryl and Simone and Kaili to see what she could get straightened out.  

The business appreciation day was discussed and doing it in Pritchett was mentioned again.  Laneha said she would contact Steve and Kathy to see if there was a time the BCEDC could wait tables for them as an appreciation for being in business.

New Business

Dusty moved to accept Monte’s resignation with regrets from the BCEDC board.  Nikki seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

Kathy brought up and idea that Monte had to create a teen work program.  A collection of people and businesses that would offer apprenticeships, internships.  Inquiring after a $.01 tax increase to help pay a steipend for the apprenticeships.

Christmas at Glendale was discussed.  The Springfield Chamber is offering an opportunities for locals and family members that are in town to get in the Christmas spirit with a local business fair, tour of historic sites in Springfield on a wagon, stories and lecture at the Glendale school house, and shopping at the shops on main st and in town and at the resource center where out of town businesses could come to sell and advertise.

Yes movies are being shown in the region by SEBREA.  YES stands for Young Entrepreneurship Society.  It is a 2hr movie that will be shown in all of the counties at the theaters or some other venue.  Will be at the Capitol Theater in January.  A press release needs to be written and release as well as all of the schools informed of this event.

Bills were presented by Kathy, Pamela, Laneha, Canyon Creations for shirts, and Dayna for bookkeeping.  The bills were approved by the board.  Nikki moved to pay the bills and Dusty seconded the motion.  The minutes will need to be written and approved so that Nikki and Laneha can get on the signature card for the BCEDC at People’s in order to put a second signature on the checks.  

The place of the next meeting will be Springfield City Hall at 5:30 on Dec 14, 2009.  

Other discussions were to obtain information from Rocky Mountain Farmers Union in regards to the Community Foundation.  Laneha also announced that Pritchett School is considering investing their scholarship fund in the BCCF to handle it for them.  

There was concern that the mayor of Springfield felt the town was wasting money on the BCEDC.  The board felt it would be good to have an update created and given at the next town meeting by the director.  Issues concerning the Capitol Theater would be addressed directly.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:36p.m.
